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Companion Activity

An activity for the companion is at the discretion of the hosting state, however, most companion enjoy having an activity option for Monday afternoon when the participants are deep in meetings.  Some companions enjoy attending the plenary session, but an activity could be planned for this time as well.  Generally, companion activities are fun and informative education recreation, such as tours of an area attraction, art, history, or shopping.  The University of Idaho offered a craft workshop.

The expenses for any companion activities are determined and used to calculate the companion registration fee.  Any meals that the companions may attend should also be included in their registration fee.

As mentioned earlier, there is some interest in an additional option for participants and companions who have arrived early to engage in on Sunday afternoon.
