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Lodging

The participants handle their own lodging and travel arrangements.  While any assistance with these arrangements will be greatly appreciated by the participants, it should be a secondary planning effort as not to interfere with the organization of the meeting or stress the meeting planners.

Offer a variety of lodging options with a range of prices.  These options should be clearly indicated in the registration packet.  Also, let the attendees know how close the sleeping rooms are to the conference center.

The resort facility will probably require a guarantee of sleeping rooms.  The recommended number to guarantee for this meeting is 75.  While it is likely the number will be much higher than 75, recent budget constraints have limited the number of attendees at this meeting, requiring a more conservative guarantee number.
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
